The ancient city Krakow, situated south of Poland, lies in the heart of Central Europe. For centuries Krakow was the capital of Poland, the seat of kings, drawing great scholars and artists. Krakow is a rich storehouse of Polish identity and culture. The cobblestone streets wind dreamily past Romanesque chapels, Gothic battlements, and Baroque townhouses. 
The limestone rock of Wawel carries a royal castle and the archbishop's cathedral on its back. The main square, with the lofty Mariacki Church and grand Cloth Market Hall, is the largest in Europe.

Railway

The city is easily and comfortably accessible by train from all larger cities in Poland, e.g. the journey by InterCity train from Warsaw takes no more than 3 hours. 


Apart from local transport systems, Krakow also has direct railway links with Berlin, Budapest, Bucharest (from June to August trains also run to Varna), Hamburg, Kiev, Lviv, Prague, Vienna, Żilina.

Coach
